1. What is the specific purpose of this grant? The purpose of this grant is to provide funds for direct services to people with disabilities in supported employment (Mainstay) and supported academics (SAILS). Job seekers and students with disabilities need additional guidance and coaching to be successful in both areas. Mainstay and SAILS build foundations for job seekers and students in self-advocacy, understanding their strengths, highlighting areas for improvement, setting up systems in their chosen pathway of work or school, and bringing in supports around them to find success. This grant will go to direct client services including job training, job coaching, disability sensitivity training to employers, academic coaching, and executive functioning training.

2. What specific results/benefits do you hope to achieve should your request be funded?
Mainstay/SAILS would like to increase the number of job seekers who are placed in competitive jobs within the community and serve more students with disabilities in their academic programs of choice. We serve 250+ hours of pro bono coaching and academic services per year. This does put our program in a vulnerable spot as our contracts with our funding agencies do not entirely cover our expenses. As a result, Mainstay/SAILS must fundraise to serve some of our underserved, low-income clients who “fall through the cracks,” because they do not qualify for our funding agencies requirements such as DVR and DDA. (DVR is Division of Vocational Rehabilitation, and DDA is the Development Disabilities Administration). These additional funds from the University Sunrise Rotary’s The Big Taste would go directly to those “free-to-client” services.

3. Describe up to three key strategies you will utilize in order to achieve your purpose: Our three key strategies to help job seekers and students include (1) outlining an individualized plan for each client with clear action steps to reach employment and/or academic goals (2) providing long-term, trained, dedicated staff to help meet these goals, and (2) building a network or community around each individual to ensure success.  Mainstay/SAILS has been actively fundraising to cover our cost and build sustainability. 

4. Describe why your organization is uniquely suited to achieve these results. Since 1985, Mainstay/SAILS has provided job discovery, job placement, job coaching, intensive training services, stabilization, and job follow along for clients with disabilities, with a specialty in working with those who have Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities (I/DD). Mainstay/SAILS has demonstrated and data from our DDA County funders that our supported workers have some of the highest wages in the state compared to other CRPs. We are very proud of this statistic. Another element that sets our agency apart is that 70% of our staff have been with Mainstay/SAILS, seven years or longer. This means our personnel are seasoned and experienced to provide excellent customer service and have strong employment outcomes.  

5. How do you plan to measure progress and/or success? Mainstay/SAILS has extensive performance measurement reporting for the purposes of our accreditation. We must show proof of contract compliance demonstrated in progress reports and data collection. Mainstay/SAILS will report on client wages obtained, hours served, clients/students placed and supported, and number of clients who reached their potential/desired outcome.

6. Are there opportunities for University Sunrise Rotarians to be involved in the project or your agency? If yes, please describe. Yes, as job seekers and students move through our project, University Sunrise Rotarians may help with job interviewing practice and sharing potential ideas for jobs or internship development. We may have other opportunities that would be fun to explore as we build out connection to the University Sunrise Rotary.

7. Please provide any additional information you feel will help the Rotary’s grant committee to better understand this request. Mainstay/SAILS is only self-sustaining community service department of Seattle Central College. That means we pay rent and indirect fees to the Seattle Colleges for our space, IT, payroll, HR and related services. Mainstay/SAIL must bring in enough funds through our government contracts and fundraising to ensure our sustainability and stability. 

8. Please provide a budget for your project inclusive of all other financial resources needed to accomplish their project: Please see attached budget below.


9. How will your organization contribute to ensure the success of the Rotary fundraising event through providing volunteers, ticket sales, public relations, marketing introductions to corporate sponsors, or otherwise? Mainstay/SAILS and our community of clients, parents, and advocates will show up and roll up their sleeves to help. I am certain that we will be able to help in all areas of providing volunteers and selling tickets to the Big Taste. We are happy and excited to get the word out about the Big Taste, and we can navigate the activities listed above in running an event. We have excellent connections with our fundraising and employer contacts in the community. In fact, from 2012 through 2019, we ran beer tastings and wine/food pairings for fundraising events. In 2019, we had donations of $8,000 worth of wine, from personal cellars, procured from our small but mighty Mainstay/SAILS team.
